
CAPAC Congratulates Doris Matsui on Special Election Victory

WASHINGTON, DC – The Congressional Asian Pacific American Caucus (CAPAC)
congratulates Rep. Doris Matsui (D-CA) on her successful campaign to succeed her late
husband, Rep. Bob Matsui (D-CA), as U.S. Representative of the Sacramento-based 5th
Congressional District. Rep. Matsui won by a margin of nearly 70 percent in Tuesday's election,
and was officially sworn in on Thursday, March 10.
